High School Soccer Summer League and Training Camp

The Southeast District of Connecticut Junior Soccer Association (SECJSA) will sponsor a summer league for high school age soccer players again this year; East Lyme Soccer Association (ELSA) will enter teams for both boys and girls.  These teams are open to players, freshmen through seniors, who will be playing soccer for East Lyme High School in fall 2007. The games will begin the weekend of July 7th and will run until the week ending August 19th, with one scheduled game per week.  If there is interest, coaches and players may opt to play more games.  This is a fun league and no scores are kept; any registered player who comes to the game will play.  The summer coaches are still to be determined.
To play, players must be registered with either ELSA or Connecticut Junior Soccer Association (CJSA) through Salem Soccer Club.  Unregistered players will not be allowed on the field.  Incoming freshmen that played with ELSA or Salem Soccer Club in fall 2006 and/or spring 2007 and high school players who played State Indoor Cup at the Coast Guard Academy are already registered to play.  Premier and District Select players will need to register with ELSA. 

 Because the coaches must have a signed medical release authorizing treatment in case of injury, each player must submit a completed High School registration form for the coach to have on hand at each game.  If you played with Salem Soccer Club, list your team and player-pass number on the registration form. The fee for those who are not already registered is $30.00 and includes a numbered East Lyme T-shirt.  T-shirts are available for $5 for incoming freshmen that played with ELSA or Salem during 8th grade.  Please return the completed forms as soon as possible to P.O. Box 448, East Lyme, CT  06333. It is the responsibility of the “home” team to provide the field and referees.  Each player must give $5.00 to the coach at each HOME game to pay the referees.  SHINGUARDS are required to play.
